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Last year, Chiba Prefecture suffered heavy casualties, residential damage and
landslides, due to natural disasters such as torrential rains and typhoons.
Precautions in advance and constant monitoring of weather reports is important to
survive natural disasters.
(What you can do in advance)
O Know your evacuation area and the route to get there.
- O Always make emergency kits available.
O If you live in a flood-prone area, move daily necessities to
a safer place.
O Check around your house and remove anything that can be blown
away by strong winds.
O If you live in a landslide-prone area, always be ready to evacuate.
O Avoid unnecessary outings when a bad weather is expected.
(Evacuation in Case of Typhoons or Heavy Rains)
O Keep yourself updated on local weather forecast, which makes you aware of the potential
danger by typhoons and heavy rains in advance.
O Follow Evacuation Advisory and/or Evacuation Order when it is issued from local authorities.

¢4, Car Thefts are Occurring
Frequently in Chiba!

Last year, Chiba Prefecture saw 1,538 car theft cases, the third largest number among all
prefectures in Japan. Vehicles are stolen mostly at night from the parking lots not supervised by
caretakers. Roughly 80 percent of stolen cars were properly locked.

Choose a well-lit parking iot with no blind spots and protect your vehicle from car thieves with an
alarm system/steering-wheel lock.
